
 

FIVE STAR 
Game Rules 

1. High School women’s basketball rules apply with exceptions below. 
2. There will be two sixteen-minute halves in all divisions.  
3. There will be a 5 minute warm-up.  There will be a 3 minute half time.  
4. Each team will have 2 full and 2 thirty-second time-outs per game. 
5. A team maintaining a 25 point lead in either half will cause a running clock.  If the score margin is 

reduced to 14 points, a normal clock operation will resume. 
6. Teams must have at least 5 players at the assigned game starting time.  Those with less than 5 players 

will be considered to have forfeited that game.  A 5-minute grace period will be allowed.  
7. Overtimes will be two minutes in length.  One-30 second timeout is added in each overtime with no carry 

overs. 
8. A player may only play on one team during the entire event. All players participating in bracket play must 

have participated in at least one of the team’s pool games and participated in the NCAA Educational 
Session. 

9. No more than one coach may be standing during games.   
10. Players and/or coaches ejected from a game for poor sportsmanship conduct or fighting will not be able 

to participate in the balance of the tournament. 
11. Coaches are responsible for the conduct of their players and spectators.  Any coach, player, or spectator 

that is found in violation of the common courtesy expected at this event will be asked to leave and not 
return.  Profanity on the court, bench, or stands will not be tolerated.  Referees are required for events of 
this nature.  Referee abuse will not be tolerated.  We are here to have fun and hope you will enjoy your 
experience at this Five Star Event. 

12. Players and coaches, “YOUR MOTHER DOES NOT WORK HERE.”  You are expected to clean your 
bench area of water bottles, Gatorade bottles, soda cans or bottles, and all trash after your game. No 
exceptions! Thanks! 

13. All players must be in uniform when entering all facilities.  If not in uniform, players must pay to enter. 
 

 

 The Home Team will be listed first, will wear light uniforms, and will 
furnish a person to keep the official scorebook.
